Parenting for Academic Success: A Curriculum for Families Learning
English is a 12—unit curriculum designed for parents who are non—native
speakers of English. Its goals are two—fold:

e To develop the English language skills of parents

¢ To increase the ability of parents to support the language and literacy de-

velopment of their children in kindergarten through grade three

The curriculum has two components—a set of Parent Workbooks for all 12
units and a comprehensive Teacher’s Resource Manual. The organizational
framework for each unit follows the stages of a lesson: Review/Warm—Up, Intro-
duction, Presentation and Practice, Assessment, Evaluation, and Application.

Each lesson in the Parent Workbooks includes:

e Activities to support the language development of parents

e Content knowledge development for parents to support their child’s learning
e Activities for parents to take home and do with their child

Each unit in the Teacher’s Resource Manual provides:

e The Unit Overview, which identifies a unit goal and offers background in-
formation and research on the unit’s topic

e The Lesson Plans, which identify a goal, parenting skills and language
skills objectives, and suggested procedures for facilitating activities in the
corresponding Parent Workbook

e The Teacher Resources Section, which provides references, suggestions for
further reading, reproducible masters for activities that require separate
handouts for parents, and reproducible Parent Surveys in English and
Spanish

Parenting for Academic Success is designed for adult education and par-
ent education and has ties to several documents that guide adult educators. The
following describes how this curriculum relates to those documents.

e The National Reporting System (NRS; www.nrsweb.org), through a docu-
ment used by the Office of Vocational and Adult Education (OVAE), identi-
fies proficiency levels for adult learners in English as a Second Language
(ESL) and in Adult Basic Education (ABE) programs. Parenting for Aca-
demic Success is targeted to adult ESL learners at the high beginning
and intermediate proficiency levels as described in the NRS document. The
NRS document also correlates the scores on several different tests to the
various proficiency levels.

Equipped for the Future (EFF) is a set of standards developed by the Na-
tional Institute for Literacy (NIFL; www.nifl.gov). The standards are or-
ganized by three major adult roles—family member, worker and citizen.
Parenting for Academic Success focuses on the adult role of the family
member (parent); however, the skills parents practice also are applicable
to worker and citizen roles. For example, applying effective reading strate-
gies is as applicable to the worker and citizen roles as it is to the family
member role.

The Comprehensive Adult Student Assessment System (CASAS;
www.CASAS.org) is a set of competencies organized by topics (e.g., health,
employment) and assessments designed to measure the attainment of those
competencies. Many states use CASAS to report learner gains. Because
Parenting for Academic Success focuses on parental support of chil-
dren’s language and literacy development, the majority of the objectives
come from the content area of “Learning to Learn.” For example, through
the take—home activities, parents develop personal responsibility and skill
in evaluating outcomes.

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e The Secretary’s Commission on Achieving Necessary Skills (SCANS;
wdr.doleta.gov/SCANS), a document developed by the United States De-
partment of Labor, identifies skills that employers expect competent work-
ers to have. The types of activities designed for parents in Parenting for
Academic Success develop skills identified in the SCANS document. For
example, pair and small group work develop the ability of learners to work
effectively with others; reflection activities develop thinking skills; and
take—home activities develop skills in using resources wisely and in acquir-
ing and evaluating information.

Parenting for Academic Success simultaneously builds parents’ English
language skills as they learn strategies to support their child’s language and lit-
eracy development. Parents learn and practice new concepts in the classroom,
then transfer their learning home with take—home activities that help their child
prepare for and succeed in school.

Two—way immersion programs are a distinctive form of dual language edu-
cation in which native English speakers and speakers of another language (usu-
ally Spanish) are integrated for academic content instruction through both
English and the partner language. The goals of such programs include the de-
velopment of bilingualism, biliteracy, and cross—cultural competence in addition
to grade-level performance, and a growing body of research indicates that the
model is successful in helping students to attain these goals. At the same time,
however, the extent to which students achieve these outcomes varies across
schools, with many TWI practitioners unsure about the approaches that are
likely to yield the best outcomes.

Drawing on a decade of research, this book explores the question of effective-
ness in two—way immersion by examining the development of bilingualism and
biliteracy in elementary TWI students. Specifically, the authors highlight the
importance of fostering cultures of intellectualism, equity, and leadership in
order to promote bilingualism and biliteracy among two—way immersion stu-
dents. These cultures are cultivated by promoting higher order thinking, demon-
strating a commitment to ongoing learning, valuing the partner language and
cultures, and encouraging initiative and leadership. Through case studies of four
exemplary TWI programs, they provide evidence of how these three cultures
function as organizing principles for program and classroom practices adopted
by effective two—way immersion programs.

Many immigrant students in secondary school have problems succeeding be-
cause of the structures of the schools themselves. Problematic school structures
include fragmented school days, fragmented instructional programs (with ESL
and content teachers working in separate departments and rarely interacting), a
complex system of courses and of graduation and college entrance requirements,
the common practice of placing students in grades according to their age, and tra-
ditional methods of documenting student achievement. In this book, the author
details the challenges faced by immigrant students and the schools they attend.
